Lady Jane | After Edward VI died, Jane became Queen for just nine days before Mary

Henry VIIT's daughter. Nicknamed ‘Bloody Mary’ after burning people at the
stake if they didn't agree to the religious changes she made to the country.

so when she died, the Tudor era ended.

Daughter of Henry VIII. She reigned for nearly 45 years and led the English
